Class norms

PROCEDURES AND ROUTINES 

Entering Class:

When you arrive: If the door is closed or (for those who aren’t in the first class of the day) there are students in the room, wait in a line along the wall outside the door.  Do NOT go elsewhere down the hall or stand in the middle of the hall.  Once you are physically in the room, class has begun!  Enter calmly and quietly! Get your folder and sharpen your pencils.  Read the agenda any instructions for the day.  Record the day’s objective(s) and begin working on the day’s starter.
Asking a Question: 

Raise your hand, and wait for the teacher to call on you.  Refrain from asking a random, irrelevant question during a discussion.
When the Teacher Needs My Attention:

Stop EVERYTHING that you are doing.  Look at the teacher, and give her your full attention.
Heading My Paper:

The heading will go on the upper left side of your paper as follows:




First and Last Name




Date




Period

Topic (top line on right)

Working Independently:

Read and follow all directions carefully.  Focus on what you’re doing.  Talk quietly only if allowed, and talk about the work that you’re doing.  Do NOT have unrelated conversations.  Do NOT talk across the room.  Look over what you have done when you’ve completed the work.
Working in Partners or Groups:

Read and follow all directions carefully.  Focus on what you’re doing.  Be sure to do your share of the work.  Do not talk to or visit other groups unless given permission.  Look over what you have done when you’ve completed the work.  Respect those with whom you’re working and be helpful. Do NOT give away answers; help your partner/teammate by showing him/her how to find the answer.  Make sure everyone writes his/her name on the work.
Turning In Work:

Make sure your heading is correct.  Place it in the correct pocket of your folder or pass it in as instructed.
Turning In Late Work:

Per the “Ligon Way,” manage yourself and turn your work in on time.  On the RARE and unfortunate occasion that your work is late, your paper MUST BE LABELED.  At the top write “Late” and the date that you are turning in the assignment. Twenty percent (20%) will be deducted for the first day an assignment is late, thirty percent (30%) on the second day, forty percent (40%) on the third day.  After that, you will receive, if anything, no higher than 50% of the grade you earn.  
When I Have Been Absent:

Ask another student what you missed and see if you can get a copy from them, if not ask the teacher if they can get you a copy before you leave that day.  If there were notes, see me or a reliable classmate about getting a copy.  It is your responsibility to find out what you missed and make it up.
Taking a Quiz or Test
Do not talk for any reason during an assessment or quiz.  Once you have turned in yours, do not leave your seat for any reason.  Read independently until all are finished.  
When I Have Finished My Work:

If you finish early, double check your work.  Then read your independent book.

Making up a Quiz or Assessment

All tests and quizzes will be made up upon your return to school.  

Sharpening My Pencil:

Keep a pencil in your folder, but bring extras back and forth just in case.  SHARPEN PENCILS AT THE BEGINNING OF CLASS!  Sharpen a pencil ONLY if there is no one addressing the class. 

Getting Tissue:

You do not need permission to blow your nose.  QUIETLY get up to get the tissue.  DO NOT talk to or disturb anyone on the way there or on the way back.

Throwing Away Trash:

Trash is to be thrown away before class begins or at the end of class.  If you NEED to throw away something during class, you may do so ONLY if no one is addressing the class.  DO NOT talk to or disturb anyone on the way there or on the way back.

Leaving the Room:

You’ll leave the room ONLY in the case of an emergency or if you’re called out.  Do not ask to leave the room while I’m teaching or during a class discussion.  USE THE RESTROOM BETWEEN CLASSES; MANAGE YOUR TIME IN THE HALLWAY!

When Class Is Over:

Remember that the clock does not dismiss the class.  THE TEACHER DISMISSES THE CLASS.  
· Check the area around you; make sure there’s no trash on the floor and that your row/group of desks is neat.
· Put away your materials and folder.
